Marble Pops

2 cups milk 4 0z. pkg. instant chocolate pudding mix
3 oz. pkg. instant vanilla pudding 1 cup miniature semisweet choc. ships
2 mashed bananas 18 paper cold drink cups

2 cups milk 18 wooden popsicle sticks

In a small bowl add 2 cups to the vanilla pudding mix and beat well. Stir in mashed bananas and beat
until combined. In another small bowl, mix chocolate milk with chocolate pudding mix and beat until
combined. Fold in miniature chocolate chips.

Spoon 1/2 of the banana pudding mixture into the drink cups. Layer chocolate mixture over the banana
mixture. Repeat with remaining banana mixture and blend with a knife to marble. Place wooden sticks
in the center of the popsicle mixture and freeze until solid. To serve, peel away the drink cup.
